Requirements
1. International applicants are those who do not have Japanese nationality
or permanent/settled residency status in Japan. Their status of residence
is “college student,” as described in the Japanese Immigration Control
and Refugees Recognition Act, or they are expected to obtain this status
upon receiving the offer letter from the university.

International applicants who live outside Japan at the time of application

and are expected to obtain the status of residence as “college student,” as

described in the Japanese Immigration Control and Refugee Recognition

Act, upon receiving the offer letter from the Graduate School of Tourism,

can only apply for the first round of the admission examination. These

applicants cannot apply for the second round of the admission examination.

(5) Applicant has completed curricula designated separately by the



Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology of
Japan by pursuing class subjects that are conducted by a foreign
educational facility positioned as a facility that has the curriculum of
a university under said foreign country’s school education system or
is scheduled to complete the same by March 31, 2024. (This shall
apply only to applicants who have completed a 16-year school
education curriculum in said foreign country.)

(6) Applicant has obtained a degree equivalent to bachelor's degree
by completing a three-year program at the minimum or is expected
to obtain one by the end of March 2024.
