Here are some frequently asked questions.
[Before departure]
Q: | have received the Certificate of Eligibility (COE), the acceptance letter. What’s the next step?
A: Please go to the nearest Japanese embassy/consulates in your country to apply for the visa at with those applications

and required documents.Please refer to the website of Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Japan or Japanese embassy or

consulate in your area.

Q: Can all exchange students move into the student’s dormitory?

A: Basically, exchange students are given priority. However, due to the number of rooms available, privately funded exchange
students may be guided to other accommodations. In such cases, you will be notified in advance.The move-in date is about
a week before the start of the semester. The specific date of availability will be announced before arrival.

Q: How do I get from Kansai International Airport (KIX) to the international student housing?

A: Wakayama university do not offer airport transfer service. Please refer to HERE for more information.

[After Arrival]

Q: Where can | exchange foreign currency?

A: Unfortunately, there are no exchange offices in Wakayama City. If you need to exchange money, please exchange at the

[Living relations]
Q: Can | work part time with student visa?

A: Yes- as long as you have the “Permission to Engage in Activity” from the immigration. You can apply at the airport when

you enter Japan. Please check here for the details.
Q: Should I buy an insurance?

A: Yes. All international students attending Wakayama University on a partnership agreement are required to enroll in the

national health insurance and Comprehensive Insurance for Students Lives Coupled with “Gakkensai”(Inbound Insurance).
(period 6 months: 8,060 yen, 1 year: 11,500 yen)

Q: How much is the approximate cost of living per month?

A: Please refer to HERE for the approximate cost per month.

Q:How do | open a bank account?

A: Exchange students do not required to open a bank account. If you wish to open an account, please visit a nearby post
office (Japan Post Bank) or bank. At the bank, please follow the procedures for opening an account. A residence card with
a Japanese address is required to open an account, so after registering as a resident at the city office, you can open the
bank account.

Q: How do I sign up for a cell phone contract?

A: Please make your own contract for cell phone service. When signing a contract, please be sure to fully confirm the contents
of the contract before signing. Please refer HERE for the cell phone company.

Q: Can | participate in extracurricular activities (Clubs and Circle Activities) at Wakayama University?

A: Basically, clubs are for fulltime students so exchange students cannot join. Circle Activities will be open for exchange
students but please inquire by yourself in advance.
