Experiments, particularly field experiments, are extremely useful in understanding tourist
behaviors. Despite this, experimental research accounts for only a small portion of tourism
and hospitality research. This workshop is an introductory session on experimental research
in the field of tourism and hospitality and will discuss the necessary skills and knowledge to
conduct such an approach. Participants will learn the fundamental principles and design
considerations of experimental studies, including data collection and statistical analysis
techniques commonly employed in experimental research. Practical examples and case
studies specific to the tourism and hospitality industry will be provided to illustrate the
application of experimental research methods in this context.
